Public Consultation - Wild Salmon and Sea Trout Tagging Scheme Regulations

Dear Mr Seward
I wish to refer to your recent letter in response to this Department’s public consultation regarding the proposed amendment of Schedule 2 of the Wild Salmon and Sea Trout Tagging Scheme (No 2) Regulations 2010 (SI 665 of 2010) and the proposed provision for a Total Allowable Catch (TAC) in respect of Castlemaine Harbour.

Having considered the scientific and management advice and all of the submissions received as part of the consultation, it has been decided to permit commercial fishing in part of Castlemaine Harbour from 5 July to 31 July 2011. The operation and management of the fishery will be subject to the following controls:- 
· Use only of the draft net technique as provided for in the Control of Fishing for Salmon Order; 

· Provision for issue of 11 licences for fishing in the harbour ;

· Limitation of a Total Allowable Catch of 1,162 fish in the harbour ;

· Commitment of staffing by Inland Fisheries Ireland, from within existing resources, to ensure effective enforcement of the fishery ;

· Restriction of commercial fishing to part of the harbour ;

· Fishing in the harbour will operate until 31st of July. Note the closing date for commercial fisheries elsewhere in the Kerry District is 14 August 2011.

This decision is given effect by the making of the following Orders and Bye-law:

The Wild Salmon and Sea Trout Tagging Scheme Regulations, 2011 (SI No 326 0f 2011) 
provides for the quota of fish that can be harvested in Castlemaine Harbour, Kerry fishery 
district;

The Control of Fishing for Salmon (Amendment) Order 2011 (SI No 327 of 2011) provides 
for, among other things, the issue of draft net ordinary licences in the Kerry district by 
Inland Fisheries Ireland; …../

The Conservation of Salmon and Sea Trout (Castlemaine Harbour) Bye-law No. 884, 2011 
permits commercial (draft net) fishing for salmon and sea trout (over 40cm) in part of  
Castlemaine Harbour and also permits the use of monofilament material in draft nets in 
fishing for salmon or sea trout (over 40cm) in the specified waters. 

Decisions in relation to the operation of the commercial fishery in future years will continue to be guided by the scientific and management advice. Inland Fisheries Ireland will ensure full enforcement of the associated salmon conservation bye-laws and regulations and also ensure adherence to the quota set for the commercial fishery in the harbour.
